Prostheses List Reforms 
Honeysuckle Health & NIB submission to ACCC 

The Australian Medical Association (AMA) have called for 

the Australian Competition and Consumer Commission 

(ACCC) to block a proposal to allow a major buying group, 

which threatens to introduce costly and inefficient United 

States-style managed health care in Australia.  

The AMA President Dr Omar Khorshid said the AMA had 

made a further submission recently to the ACCC calling on 

it to abandon its draft authorisation to allow Honeysuckle 

Health and NIB to form a buying group to collectively      

negotiate and manage contracts with healthcare providers 

on behalf of private health insurers and other health care 

payers. This rejection of US-style managed health care is 

also supported by the Council of Procedural Specialists 

(COPS) and other medical colleges and societies. 

If any members feel they would like to learn more about 

this issue and/or register their disapproval against managed 

care models in Australia please go to:

In the July 2022 Federal Budget, the government an-

nounced reforms impacting private health insurance fund-

ing for products listed on the Prostheses List (PL). 

The reforms include removal of specific groups of products 

listed in the General Miscellaneous Category of the list and 

there are concerns that the removal of these products will 

not be accounted for in confidential contractual arrange-

ments between health funds and hospitals, and therefore 

not be made available as a treatment option for clinicians. 

The products identified for removal are informed by a re-

port by EY commissioned by government: 

The Department of Health released a Prostheses List Re-

form Consultation Paper – Purpose, Definitions, and Scope 

for comment by 17 September 2021.
